Concussion Management Program  
 

The Bow/Dunbarton School District is continuing with a concussion management program for our students.  In order 

to better evaluate and manage concussions sustained by our students, we have access to computer software called 
ImPACT (Immediate Post Concussion Assessment and Cognitive Testing) at no charge to you.  ImPACT is a comput-

erized exam utilized in many sports programs to help with the management of concussions. It is used to help diag-
nose and treat head injuries.  

 

Student in grades 7 -  12 who play contact sports are strongly encouraged to have a baseline ImPACT 
test within 2 years prior  to athletic participation and every 2 years thereafter.  

 
ImPACT baseline tests are being offered for BHS students during the school day  throughout the school 

year at Bow High School. Students must PRE -REGISTER with to the BHS Nurse, Leslie Bean at  

lbean@bownet.org to sign up for a time to take the test.  
 

The attached Consent Form and Baseline Worksheet (pages 8, 9 and 10) should be completed and

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brought with the student  to the nurse at the time of the exam.  

 
ImPACT, a non-invasive test, is set up in ñvideo-gameò type format and takes about 45 minutes to complete.  It 

tracks information such as memory, reaction time, speed, and concentration.  The Bow/Dunbarton School District 
has contracted with Dr. William Storo, a concussion specialist at the Dartmouth-Hitchcock Clinic, to evaluate the 

Baseline tests for validity and will advise the district on concussion protocols.  The data for this test is housed by 

ImPACT and can be released to your own health care provider upon request. 
 

If a concussion is suspected, the athlete will be required to re -take the test.  Both the baseline and post -injury test 
data will be reviewed by Dr. Storo. In the event of a concussion, test results will be used to inform the student/

parent and school of treatment plans and school accommodations.
